is part of 

too many peopleôs lives. One 

in three women around the 

world will be physically or 

sexually or emotionally abused 

in her lifetime; up to 70 per-

cent of women in some coun-

tries report physical or sexual 

violence during their lifetime.  

These  facts  need to change. 

 

Sad but true, gender-based 

violence is the most pervasive 

and least recognized human 

rights violation ï affecting 

every age, race, class, culture, 

ethnicity, age and country.  It 

is domestic violence, sexual 

violence and rape, trafficking, 

female infanticide and more. 

Zontaôs mission is to advance 

the status of women.  We look 

to improve women'sô health, 

education, economic opportu-

nities ï but violence is a major 

impediment to these goals.   

 

Gender based violence is 

rooted in inequality.  Through 

your dedications and hard work, 

our club is engaged in address-

ing these inequalities.  Over the 

years we have supported pro-

jects locally and around the 

world to eliminate violence.  We 

work to achieve equality ï so 

people are valued by others for 

all that they are; so we can actu-

alize the internationally agreed 

tenant that all human beings are 

born free and equal in dignity 

and rights. 

 

Creating change starts with cre-

ating understanding.  Perhaps 

because most people have such 

an adverse reaction to violence, 

we canôt believe that it is hap-

pening to the extent it is ï right 

around us and around the world.  

At a Zonta meeting I attended 

last year, I was devastated to 

learn of the horrific violence 

one of our Z sisters and her chil-

dren faced from her husband.  

No shrinking violet I, it may be 

surprising to know that I once 

was trapped in a ñrelationshipò 

predicated on violence. 

The Service Committee received 14 
applications for service grant 
awards.  After careful consideration, 
the Service Committee made the 
following recommendations to the 
Board, which they approved  at 
their November 1st meeting.  The 
Service Committee requests that all 
club members review these recom-
mendations in order that the club 
membership can cast  an informed 
vote for these allocations at the 
November 8th business meeting.

of promoting both local and inter-
national projects that  aid women 
with:  Education, Economic Sta-
bility, Health and Wellness, Do-
mestic Violence/Safety. 
  
Carriage House/YWCA 
Lifeskills Collaborative Project 
- $ 1,000 
Carriage House will provide 2.5 
additional hours daily for transi-
tional assistance and daytime 

services for homeless women.  
The YWCA Lifeskills program will 
provide support, counseling and 
training to homeless women to 
improve the attitudes and practi-
cal skills needed to find employ-
ment and improve job retention. 
 
Safehouse Progressive Alli-
ance for Nonviolence -  
$ 1,000 
Zonta funds will support SPANôs 
Transitional Services Program,

housing, case management, 
and skill-building workshops 
for women and children who 
have experienced interper-
sonal violence and are working 
toward self-sufficiency. 
  
Project Education Sudan -  
$ 1,000 
Project Sudan will use Zonta 
funds to purchase building 
materials to rebuild the Ayak 
Anguei Girlsô Primary Boarding 
School in the village of Kon-
beck, South Sudan.  Termite 
damage has left the school, 
constructed a year ago from  of 
unusable.  Rebuilding the 
school will allow the women to 
return to their studies. 
  
Moving to End Sexual As-
sault (MESA) - $ 1,000 
MESA will apply grant funds to 
their prevention education 
program with the goal of in-

creasing awareness among 
Boulder youth and the commu-
nity at large about the exis-
tence, causes, and indicators 
of sexual violence and encour-
age the development of a cul-
ture of non-violence. 
  
BoulderReads! Jail Program 
- $ 800 
BoulderReads! will provide on-
on-one tutoring to female jail 
inmates who need to improve 
their reading and writing, which 
will help enable them to further 
their education, improve their 
ability to be employed, and 
improve their ability to support 
themselves and their families 
  
Blue Sky Bridge - $ 800 
We  will help support Blue Sky 
Bridgeôs Child and Family Ad-
vocacy Program that provides 
services to girls who have 
been sexually abused, physi-
cally abused, or who have 

witnessed violence in addition 
to having a powerful impact on 
their mothers who are in emo-
tional turmoil and deeply im-
pacted by the effects of abuse. 
  
Imagination Library - $ 200 
Imagination Library through the 
Dollywood Foundation will 
provide books for children, who 
live below the poverty line and 
whose families cannot afford to 
purchase books. This helps t 
children start kindergarten 
ready to learn and give them a 
greater chance of having a 
successful school experience. 
  
The YES School - $ 200 
Zonta funds will provide schol-
arships for 2 women who at-
tend the YES School to im-
prove their skills in the English 
language.  The women will 
participate in a small class 
setting with trained, caring and 
professional teachers.
